No 3 Horton
Social change is meant change in the social structure and social relationships of a society. 

Now I discuss the 

PROCESS OF SOCIAL CHANGE 

Ogburn was an American sociologist. He was of the view that the explanation of social change must be sought in culture rather in biological nature of man. He listed four factors, which explain cultural evolution. 
These four factors are

1. Invention

2. Accumulation

3. Diffusion

4. Adjustment

Number one is 

1. INVENTION:
According to Linton: “An invention is a new application of knowledge “ invention results from the operations of there factors which are 

1. Mental Ability 

2. Demand 

3. The existence of cultural elements. 

2.   Second factor is ACCUMULATION 

     Accumulation occurs when more new elements, that is inventions are added to the cultural base than are lost. Accumulation will be fast and increasing one, if there are more elements may be combined to produce a new invention. 

3. Third Factor DIFFUSION
     Diffusion is the spread of invention from one area to another. it is not necessary for each separate population groups, tribe or nation to make its own inventions. Through the existing means of communication, it can be made possible to diffuse invention from one place to another. 
And the last factor is 

4. ADJUSTMENT

    Elements of a culture are interrelated. Any change in one element will result change in other elements. Each time an invention is made some social change has occurred that requires adjustment. 
DIFFERENCE BETWEEN CULTURAL AND SOCIAL CHANGE
A. CULTURAL CHANGE 

The cultural is the aspect of society, which includes norms, art technology, philosophy and the social organization. The change occurs in these aspects of society are the cultural change. The change occurs in these aspects of society are the cultural change. The changes occur in the ideal or expected roles from individual are cultural by nature, we can also say that changes occur in the culture of a society which includes new froms of learning, new directions in science and technology. Moments in civilization, new approach towards religion / governmental and economic ideologies, new artistic expressions, invention and popularization of the automobiles, the addition of new words to our language etc. 
In short we can say that the cultural changes are at present often become social changes for the next generations. 

B. SOCAIL CHANGE

The Changes, which occur in the social stricture and social relationships of a society, refer to the social changes. 

Social changes take place in the existing cultural patterns and ultimately these changes lead to addition to the cultural base. 
Cultural base is meant as the number of cultural traits existing at a given time and place. Thus we can say that. 
Soda! Change deals with changes occurring in groups, OR social change brings changes only in the social organization.
